Pre Engagement Activity

Aim:

For The Children to understand the value of friendship and how to achieve friendship.

Preparation:

The children bring in some images from magazines and newspapers that illustrate friendship and other images that illustrate loneliness.

Materials:

A3 page between each group of 4

Glue

Markers

Images from Newspapers and magazines

Method

	1st Class and 2nd Class

1. Divide the class into groups of 4

2. Give each group an A3 page

3. Draw three lines, dividing the paper into three individual columns

4. Column A B and C
5. In column A they glue the images that illustrate loneliness.

6. In column C they glue the images that illustrate friendship.

7. When all of the images are glued on, question the children about the images.

What emotions can we see in the images? 

What shapes are their faces making?

How does it feel do be lonely? 

        8.  Now each group must draw pictures or write words in Column B that shows how one can go from loneliness to friendship. For example: Everyone playing together. 


	Junior and Senior Infants

1. Give a sheet of paper to each table.

2. The children have to stick on images that represent friendship.

3. Once the collage is done, ask them questions.

Are the people in the pictures happy??

Are they sad??

Do the people in the images have friends?

4. Speak to them about having a friend. 

Is it nice to have a friend?

What can you do with your friends?

How do you make friends?

Hang up all of the sheets so everyone can see
